Winter Garden, Fla. were awarded the annual Jim Grew Scholarship by achieving the 

most National Overall Points (NOPS) in the Girl 1 and Boy 1 Divisions at the 2011 

Water Ski National Championships, held in Wilmington, Illinois.  August 7-13. 

 The Scholarship is funded by Jim Grew and is administered by the American 

Water Ski Educational Foundation (AWSEF). Each winner receives a $1000.00 

scholarship to be held in escrow by the Foundation until he or she enters a two or 

four-year accredited college as a full time student. The money must be used within 

one year after the recipient’s graduation from high school or the money reverts back 

to the Foundation Scholarship Fund.  

 Warner placed first in slalom (2 buoys@32off) first in tricks (2480 pts), and

 Ross placed first in tricks (5320 pts), and third in slalom (1.5@28off)  

The Boy 1 and Girl 1 Division does not compete in a jumping event until they enter
