 Jenna  placed seventh in slalom (2.5@32 off), sixth in tricks ( 3360 pts), and first 

in jump (87 ft.).  

 Garcia placed fourth in slalom (2@35 off), first in jump (118 ft) and seventh in 

tricks (2990 pts) at this years Nationals.
